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The Spirit of P entecost -rev michael . rotn

During this month of May the church will
observe the Day of Pentecost, often referred to
as the birth of the church. On that day , while
the disciples of Jesus were gathered together ,
the Holy Spirit came upon them with the sound
of a mighty rushing wind and what appeared to
be tongues of fire. Filled with the Spirit, they
began to speak in other tongues so that the
great diversity of people gathered in Jerusalem
for the festival could each understand them in
their native language. On that day P eter
delivered a powerful message about the death
and resurrection of Jesus. Upon hearing this
message those listening were cut to the heart
and cried out, OBrothers, what shall we do?0
Peter responded, ORepent and be baptized
every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for
the forgiveness of your sins, and you will
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the
promise is for you and your children and for all
who are far off , everyone whom the Lord our
God calls to himself .O (Ac. 2:37-39)

Those were amazing days in the history of the
church. On that day alone the Bible tells us all
who received the word were baptized, about
3000 in all. In like manner the church grew like
wildfire as the message of the risen Christ was
made known by any and all who were believers
in Him. This was all the work of the Holy Spirit.
It was the Holy Spirit, sent by Jesus, who
exerted His power to convert and change lives
through the proclamation of the Gospel. F rom
Pentecost on down through the ages it has
always been the Spirit that grows the church.
Wherever the Gospel of forgiveness through
the death and resurrection of Christ is
proclaimed and the sacrament of Baptism is
administered the Spirit is at work making
disciples. The Spirit works no differently today;
through W ord and Sacrament He builds the
church and expands the kingdom.

As the Spirit did then He also does today; He
uses the words and the deeds of men and
women like you to convey the saving message.
On the day of P entecost it was Peter and the
apostles that proclaimed Christ. The very next

day it was those who had heard the
day before that spread the message.
In the church today we gather
together for worship and we receive
the gifts of Christ through the
preached Word and the sacraments
given. These are delivered to us by
pastors, vicars and teachers. But, as
soon as we leave the church building
Sunday morning it is believers like you
that spread the message abroad. In
your day to day life, in the home, the
community, the work place, the park,
wherever you go, the Spirit uses you
to do His work of spreading the
message.

My prayer is that we at T rinity have
both the Spirit and the spirit of
Pentecost. First of all we need the
Spirit, that is the Holy Spirit, of
Pentecost who promises to work
wherever the W ord is faithfully
proclaimed and the Sacraments are
rightly administered. As you are
strengthened and equipped by them
the Spirit is at work in your life so that
you can speak the Word with the
Spirit's power in your daily life. W e
also need the spirit, that is the
attitude and passion, of P entecost so
that like the first century disciples we
have a zeal for the lost world around
us. What a blessing this would be for
our community if God's people
enlivened by the Spirit and equipped
with the Spirit filled W ord were also
charged by the spirit of P entecost to
reach the lost. It begins with each of
you who have heard the message of
Christ's death and resurrection for the
salvation of your soul. Since you were
baptized for the forgiveness of your
sins and you have received the gift of
the Holy Spirit, there is nothing to
stop you from demonstrating the
Spirit and the spirit of P entecost even
today.

| hope that these emails do not sound redundant - |
do admit that prior to typing this one | did not go
back and read the last one. It was a very busy
month with a two week workshop on advanced
communication and translation principles
sandwiched between two meetings of the newly
formed Shekgalagari Language P roject Board.

The workshops went very well, they helped me
understand the importance of both theology and a
clear understanding of language structure and
features to be used as tools in service to the
translation of the word of God. TJ Molemele, the
MTT candidate who accompanied me did very well
and we both learned a lot.

The Project Board meetings went very well - seven
people from various Bakgalagari villages and
communities accepted invitations to serve on the
board and are anxious to understand their roles
better and to do the important work of connecting
with the communities and churches to build a
foundation for a sustainable effort that will last even
after we have gone. P raise God for them. The board
is pictured on the homepage of our website
www.rudowskes.com if you have not had a chance
to see them yet. Please pray for the Board and for
the Bakgalagari community that their hearts will be
made open by the Holy Spirit to receive the gospel
anew and afresh in their own language. P ray also
for our family's hearts to be turned toward the
Bakgalagari and to more strongly desire to help and
serve them.

On the home front we have had some exciting
developments. First and foremost, our volunteer
teaching assistant, Ranae Holdeman, received her
full funding amount and departs for Botswana to be
with us for six months starting April 12th. Please
pray for Ranae as she makes final preparations to
depart and for her safe travel and arrival here.

Please also pray for us as we begin the process of
her volunteer visa paperwork that it would be
approved without difficulty . Next, we have had good
progress on the renovation of the building on our
property that will house her , a classroom and some
offices. | am sitting in my office in that building right
now, in spite of the fact that it is not quite finished.
We ask you to praise God with us for the work that
has been done, and pray that the workers doing the
work would work diligently and provide high quality
work, working not as for man but for the Lord Jesus
Christ (Col. 3:24).

On a more somber note, we tragically lost one of
our puppies, Rontu, about a week ago, he was run
over. This has been hard on the family , especially
Christopher and we ask you to pray for him
especially. This is a hard time in life for him
anyways, being 14 years old and all that comes with
that. Also for your prayers, Christopher is due to
take an entrance exam at the end of June for the
high school that we would like to 'send' him to. The
last couple years of moving around and juggling life
have had their effect on Chris, he is struggling
academically, particularly with math. W e are in a
good routine now , but pray for us to continue to
work well, for him to be more comfortable with life
in general, and for wisdom regarding the timing for
beginning his high school coursework.

The Ministr y of Encoura gement with  Prayer

Hebrews 10:24 OAnd let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds.

When God created man and woman, He gave the gift of speech, which He gave to no other creature.
Controlling our speech is not easy . We readily criticize, be sarcastic ad are abusive. Our words often
express the hardness of our heart. W e need to speak words of kindness, filled with love that heal and words of
nourishment, all signs of a 'healthy heart.’

A Biblical example is a man from Cyprus, a convert to Christianity , named Joseph, who was such an
encourager, that he was given the name Oson of Encouragement O, or Barnabas, by the Jerusalem Christians.
His actions were crucial to the early church. When P aul arrived in Jerusalem after 3 years following his
conversion, the local Christians were reluctant to welcome him, because of his past reputation as persecutor of
believers. Barnabas met with P aul, realized his calling from God and encouraged the disciples, their former
enemy was now a vibrant believer in Jesus and to accept him. (Acts 9:27) Later , Barnabas traveled with P aul
and was invaluable in their missionary efforts.

Itis a glaring fact that these are 'troubling times.' Daily we are confronted with tales of tribulation, financial
dilemmas, physical ailments, joblessness and on and on. Are we prepared to open our hearts and give
encouraging words and prayers? Encouragement means to cheer -up, stimulate, inspire, motivate, put a smile of
hope on a cheerless face. Love they neighbor as thyself . (Luke 10:27) Life is difficult alone. W e need the prayers
and encouraging ministry of our church family

Prayer demonstrates our reliance on God as we humbly invite Him to fill us, by the Holy Spirit with faith to meet
our daily needs. Growing in spiritual maturity is a constant process of daily renewing our trust in Jesus. There is
no substitute for prayer , especially in circumstances that seem impossible.

Will you, with the help of god, be a 'Barnabas?' An encourager? A PRA Y-ER? Keep a prayer list of those you
encounter who are weary and heavy laden, think of ways to encourage them, to make their days pleasant and
feel loved. You will see how the Holy Spirit will work through you to accomplish the growth of His Kingdom on
earth.
