Going to the house of the Lord will be a
little more difficult this summer , only to get
a lot easier later on. Starting as soon as
school it out a renovation project will begin
to update our church and school buildings
to make them completely handicap
accessible. Due to a couple of very
thoughtful and generous gifts T rinity's
entire building will be accessible by
elevator and wheelchair ramps. The main
entrance will be facing Court St. located
about where the flag pool is now . This
entrance will be accessible by steps or a
series of wheelchair ramps. This entrance
will take you to the church level of the
building . The east entrance, under the
canopy, will be accessible by a short ramp;
once in the building there will be an
elevator that will take you up to the main
and upper levels of the school or down to
the lower Fellowship Hall level. If a person
in a wheelchair enters from this east side
entrance they would take the elevator to
the main school level and then an internal
ramp to the church level. R egardless of
which of the east or west entrances you
use there will be easy access to any of the
4 main levels of the church and school.

Another great feature of this renovation
project will be the easily accessible
restrooms. These restrooms will be where
the current LSEM office and the pastor's
robbing room are now located. If a person
is in the church they can easily use the
internal wheelchair ramp to reach the
appropriate floor . These restrooms will be
large and fitted for wheelchairs. In the
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women's restroom there will also
be a bride's lounge and changing
room.

The main entrance into the
sanctuary will be through the
narthex whether you enter
through the east or west
entrances. A new entrance to the
narthex will be added that will
route people under the south
tower. The current steps to the
balcony will be reconfigured to
accommodate a spacious
entryway into the narthex. The
concept is to encourage traffic
flow in such a way that entrance
into the church is aesthetically
pleasing and exiting is into a
gathering area where fellowship
can take place.

While construction is taking place
you may enter the church through
the north tower door or the north
church door. There will be a
temporary handicap ramp
installed at the north entrance to
accommodate people during the
construction project. If you would
like more details or have
guestions about this exciting
project talk with Bill Damaske or
myself.

We are grateful to those who have
the compassion and ability to
make it possible for all people to
enter the Lord's house. Surely we
rejoice when we are in His
presence and hear His W ord.

Receptivity to Care

Most people are much more open to giving care than to
receiving it. When a person is giving care, he or she is

in a position of strength, stability , and authority . When a
person is receiving care, he or she is acknowledging
weakness, insecurity, and vulnerability .

As a result, there are countless people today who,
though they really could benefit from a Christian friend
who would listen and care for them, instead tough it out
on their own. They remain the strong silent type, or
wear a smile across a face that is holding back a flood

of tears. Society encourages this (particularly for men).
To ask for help is to admit weakness. T o0 show weakness
is to admit inferiority .

But God did not create us to be independent. W e were
created to be interdependent. God's W ord is clear on
this all the way back to Genesis: "It is not good for the
man to be alone. | will make a helper suitable for him"
(Genesis 2:18). The New Testament underscores this
theme with more than 50 verses that contain the words
"one another." These verses include admonitions such as
"love on another," "encourage one another ," "build up
one another," and "pray for one another ."

What these verses don't say is that only we are to love,
encourage, build up, and pray for other people. The
"one another" wording gives them a reciprocal meaning
It also tells us that we are to allow other people to love,
encourage, build up, and pray for us!

It is most difficult for people to ask for help. Whether it
is because of guilt, shame, inadequacy , or fear of
rejection, many would much prefer to suffer alone than
ask for help.

But suffering alone is not God's intent for us. Jesus
promises, "Come to me, all you who are weary and
burdened, and | will give you rest" (Matthew 11:28). W e
can receive this promised rest when we turn to one
another for comfort and help.

Our Stephen Ministers know all about receiving care.
Many of them have been on the receiving end of care at
an earlier point in their lives -something that has
motivated them to give care now . They know how
difficult it is to ask for help, but they also know the great
personal and spiritual growth and healing that follows.
They know how to respond in a loving , caring, and
nonjudgmental manner . They are equipped, ready , and
waiting to provide the comfort and care God very much
desires you to have.

If you find yourself now or in the future facing
difficulties in life, don't succumb to society's norm of
remaining strong and suffering alone. T ake the
courageous step of seeking help. Open your heart to
receiving God's love and grace through another person.
Our Stephen Ministry offers the opportunity of a very
confidential relationship with someone who will listen to
you and provide you with the care and encouragement
you need, while Christ works inside to bring rest to your
weary, burdened heart.

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Benefit for T oni Sleep

Many of you know T oni Sleep who has worked as a volunteer in
Trinity's Sunday School program for the last seventeen years. Y ou may
not know she has been battling cancer since she was continuing to
work with this program through most of her treatments.

A biopsy confirmed stage one cancer , and she has been treated
with chemotherapy and radiation for shadows identified in her lungs and small areas in her brain.

Treatment has been extensive. Toni has had radiation to her chest, her back, and to her head.

Complications have included difficulty swallowing and breathing . She has lost nearly thirty pounds, and of
course her hair. She is coping with the radiation burns to her skin in the treatment areas, chronic

dehydration, and lack of taste for foods she has always loved. T oday she says only sweets seem to have any
appeal, and she is beginning to crave these types of foods that she has never cared much for before.
Thankfully the treatments are coming to an end. Now they wait for follow  -up evaluation with prayers for

an "all- clear" from the doctors.

While undergoing treatment she has continued working as a lighting
rep from her office at home, and coping by managing to limit normal
work travel throughout Michigan and Indiana wherever possible. It
has not been easy. Just as the Sleep's were facing this diagnosis and
coping with the treatments, husband Mike lost his job, and
subsequently their health insurance.

Toni credits her family for their continual support during this time. She
said Mike has taken on the task of managing the never -ending
paperwork and bills that come with on-going medical treatments. He
has stepped in to take care of household tasks as well to allow T oni to
rest and focus on her recovery . "He is a wonderful cook!" she said.

Her children Julie and Mike have shown great concern for their
mother's health and well being , and have done extensive research on removing toxins through water
filtration and organic foods. Her family's support she said has been phenomenal!

Trinity is sponsoring fund raising activities to help T oni with the mounting medical expenses. A Strawberry
Social will be held in the gym during the T rinity Rummage Sale which runs from Thursday , June 10 through
Saturday, June 12.

Renovation Update - June

We are in the final bidding process, and plan to start construction as soon as school is out. The first thing
you will see is traffic barriers in the alley , west parking lot, and the center corridor area between the church
and school, this is the first step of the construction process. Access in the corridor hall between the church
and school will be closed off as soon as construction starts. A temporary wheel chair ramp will be provided;
it will be built outside of the north sanctuary door with reserved parking near the ramp. Wheel chairs will

be available at the door for anyone that cannot walk the entire length of the ramp. Access to the church

and the churches basement fellowship room will be from the north sanctuary steps, and south tower steps.
There will not be any handicap access to the fellowship root until the construction is completed.

Trailers and construction material staging will take up the north one third of the alley parking lot, and the
south one third of the west parking lot. During that time those portions of the parking lots will be blocked
off with fencing and traffic barriers.

The donors want it to be clear that the only purpose for the renovation is to make the church, school, and
bathrooms AD A compliant. No ground breaking plans are being made since the primary focus of this work

is to update the building . The rebuilt entries will allow AD A accessibility from the Court Street, and the alley
side. The architectural finish on the new part of the building will be the same as the existing church and
school.

The project is completely funded, but a tribute or memorial donation to honor a loved one may be made
towards purchasing some type of fixture like the new entry doors. A plaque will be made and installed
honoring that person. (Like the ones on the churches windows) Contact me for a complete list of fixtures
that are available.

Matthew 6:25 "Therefore | tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or drink; or about your
body, what you will wearE."

| recently visited my younger brother and wife, Jim and Nancy Flugrath who live in eastern T ennessee.
We recalled the ways and time of our childhood, growing up on Lake Street with Lake Michigan in our front yard. W e were
surrounded with T rinity families; Albrechts, Dorows, Kruggles, P atzers, Klugs, Grahams, Berks, the Nemitzes and more. Lots
of kids. We played ball at Klems field, swam all summer and in winter walked out on the dangerous ice bergs (a no -no). We
walked to Trinity school together and often practiced memorizing our Bible verses en route, as a flawless recitation was
required in class. (Verses | still remember.) We kids felt secure, had a feeling of community , looked out for each other and
experienced the joys of a worry -free childhood and the gift that was ours in the family we call church.

However, although we kids were worry -free, this was during the depression era and our parents had to deal with many
similarities of today's financial dilemma and joblessness. | do remember lots of prayers and God heard these prayers and
saw our afflictions. He provided for us and protected us with His guardian angels. No kid drowned and when my brother fell
through the ice, his buddies pulled him out and he lived to tell the tale! W e were clothed (hand-me -downs), fed (a big
garden), and our parents financially supported our church and school. God heard and provided our needs.

Now, many years later, Jim and Nancy are confronted with multiple health problems and concerns about the future. Many of
us are faced with the same problems, trails, grief and sorrows; children to nurture, elderly to care for , & budget to maintain.
The word "worry" (to be seized with anxiety), about the now and future creeps into our mind.

God's alternative to worry? HIS SA CRED WORD HIS ENDURING LOVE HIS POWER. HIS MERCWHIS GRACE.

Be reminded of His presence and provision in the past. Thank Him for the strength and patience He gave in the midst of
your trial, it is a mark of His concern and love for you. His protection is a promise that endures forever and ever for young
and old alike.
