Cancer occurs andrecurs, when you pray fervently for healing, is God listening? Working conditions are non-existent,bills pile up, is God listening? Does god know your daily stress in coping with difficult people and situations? The war conflict, where is God when we pray for peace. There are times when we all feel like we need to shout to get God's attention!"A Canaanite woman from that vicinity came to Him, (Jesus) crying out, "Lord, Son of David, have mercy on me! My daughter is suffering terribly from demon-possession. Jesus did not answer a word." We are shocked to read God's Word proclaim, "Jesus did not answer a word." But this woman was persistent in asking. She realized Jesus did not say "no", He was silent. So she cried out again, "Lord, help me!" Then Jesus answered, "Woman, you have great faith! Your request is granted."
